




Minutes of Smisby Parish Council Meeting 31st March 2026

Smisby Parish Council Attendance: Councillors Cuming (Chair), Brooke, Sullivan and Dickens, Clerk Caroline Crowder
Members of the public and other organisations: 4 members of the public
  
1. To receive and accept apologies for absence
District Councillors Lowe and Haines sent their apologies.

2. To receive declarations of Interest on items on the agenda (under the Code of Conduct members are reminded that in declaring an interest you should make clear the nature of that interest and whether it is “personal” or “prejudicial”).

3. To determine which items if any on the agenda should be taken with the public excluded.

4. Councillor Vacancy
Anyone wishing to apply will need to contact the Clerk for an application form.

5. Chairman’s communications (if any) 
He has had a lot of correspondence with DCC Highways, County Councillor Hill will speak more on this.  A new sign has been erected in the hedge, and another one has fallen down again.  He will keep reporting issues to the relevant Highways Authority.

6. Clerk’s report
i. Clerk is on annual leave: 10th-19th June, 3rd-16th September
ii. Asset check was performed by Councillor Cuming and the Clerk on 4th March.  All assets were in good order, apart from the slide in the playground.  This is mentioned on the monthly playground inspection report.
iii. Received £150.00 compensation from NatWest bank due to the complaint the Clerk raised about the issue of how long it has taken for the bank mandate to be actioned. 
iv. Councillor Cuming and the Clerk have removed all Council paperwork from the Village Hall.  This is being sorted through and either destroyed or will be taken to the County Records Office, if older than 5 years.
v. The Clerk reminded all Councillors that they need to be using their gov.uk email addresses.  
7. Opportunity for public questions and comment (10 minutes)
A member of public advised that the road from Staunton Harold to Smisby, they could not tell where the junction was, it was dangerous, the signs have gone up one way but not the other.  They thought the land owner should be cutting back the vegetation.  Signs have been erected but in the hedge.  Councillor Cuming said he believed that DCC Highways are taking enforcement action.  He asked County Councillor Hill to investigate this further due to it being dangerous.  She  advised she will take as an urgent action.  
A member of public complained that they believe that their Council tax money is not being well spent.  Councillor Brooke suggests that the Council write to the local MP and ask her to get involved and copy in DCC Chief Executive.  County Councillor Hill also agreed to invite Highways to the Smisby Annual Parish Meeting.
A member of the public asked her about the flags that have been erected on lampposts as they believe they are distracting for drivers. A check was done recently by ASBC and all reported fine.  A further question was asked by a member of the public as they believed an annual check should be undertaken.  Clerk has received a quote for £175.00 from ASBC Heritage & Conservation Specialists.  Resolved, all Councillors agreed to ensure that the Clerk and a Councillor did a visual check on the annual asset check but believed any further checks should only be undertaken by professionals if an issue was reported.

14. Aircraft Noise Nuisance

The overall risk is increasing, and the slide roof now at higher risk. Councillor Brooke met with a SDDC representative.  They advised that the roof is in need of repair and have suggested a local contractor to contact.  Councillor Brooke will contact them and meet on site to get a quote.  Resolved, it was agreed that the Council would use the SDDC recommended contractor and would carry on with SDDC doing monthly inspections.
