	1. Manual handling e.g., lifting and/or holding the Speed camera.
	Participants of the Speed Watch session
	Community Speed Watch camera is designed to be lifted and used by one person, either handheld or tripod mounted.
	Participants with back problems should assess whether they can safely lift the camera, and advise the Community Speed Watch co-ordinator accordingly.

	2. Slips, trips and falls e.g., sprained ankle from tripping over footway. 
	Participants of the Speed Watch session
	Advise participants to wear strong, sensible footwear with adequate grip

	3. Weather Issues e.g., extremes of weather can cause injuries such as windblown debris. 
	Participants of the Speed Watch session and any members of public present
	Advise participants to wear sensible outdoor clothing, including trousers and warm clothing where appropriate.

Community Speed Watch organiser to cancel activity if there is extreme weather (e.g., high winds, rain, snow, etc.)
	Participants to ensure they have an adequate supply of water to prevent dehydration, especially in hot weather

Participants should ensure they use sun protection where appropriate.

	4. Aggressive People e.g., assault by member of public/driver
	Participants of the Speed Watch session and any members of public present
	Advise participants to cease Community Speed Watch activities if they encounter anyone who makes them feel uncomfortable or that is acting suspiciously. 

Advise particpants to carry mobile phone to call for assistance

Any threats of violence (whether or not actual injury / damage occurred) should be reported via the Community Speed Watch coordinator to the Police

	5. Traffic (vehicle movements) e.g., fatality or major injury caused by moving vehicle.
	Participants of the Speed Watch session and any members of public present
	Community Speed Watch activities should only be undertaken at the Police approved locations:
B5006/Main Street junction, Main Street in the vicinity of the Village Hall, Annwell Lane between the Manor and the Poplars.

Advise participants they are to remain on the footways or verges at all times, and not step onto the carriageway.
	Participants to wear Community Speed Watch issued high viz wear

	6.Lack of awareness e.g., a participant taking unnecessary risks resulting in injury
	
	Community Speed Watch activities should only be undertaken by participants after they have received formal training from Derbyshire Police. 
	Community Speed Watch coordinator will maintain a recorded of training.

	7. Electrical shock e.g., use of damaged equipment.
	
	Participants are to inspect before use and report any damage to the Community Speed Watch coordinator
